4- The council states environment authorities shall nominate 
a substitute for any vacant post within three months of the 
vacancy, according to item (1) of this article.  

5- Board decisions are issued by absolute majority of the 
attending members, and the meetings are considered legal 
when attended by two thirds of the members. 

6- The board shall regularly convene twice a year and shall 
decide the date of the meeting to follow, whereas an 
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extraordinary meeting may be held upon the request of 
the Secretaries General or two thirds of board members. 

7- The board may, by the consent of the Secretary General, 
request the assistance of any of the concerned personnel to 
run its work.

Introduction: 
 
The world has realized the necessity of the international cooperation towards the global 
environmental challenges for along time, the earth summit held in Rio De Janeiro in 
Brazil in 1992 has discussed many global environmental issues and came out of 
international treaties and conventions include the need to adopt strategies , take 
measures and the development of practical mechanisms for the protection of the earth 
environment. The Earth Summit concluded two international treaties, and two 
announcements of the principles and the main action Plan for the application of 
sustainable development programmes. One of those conventions, the Framework 
Convention on Climate Change, which aims to stabilize emissions of greenhouse gases in 
the atmosphere at levels that do not threaten the global climate system. Under the terms 
of this Convention the signatories states must develop national and regional strategies 
for the effects of climate change, and to take the necessary measures to adapt to these 
effects, through the studies and scientific researches in the field of water, desertification 
, declining of land , sea-level rise, Coastal zone management, biodiversity, health and 
energy.   
On the other hand, the assessment of the economic and social impacts that may result 
from actions of respond to the phenomenon of climate change and to develop the 
necessary measures to face these impacts in the region, are from the very important 
studies as the Chiropractic Council are of the largest producers and exporters of oil 
states in the world. 
 
Research Themes:  
The research includes one of the two following themes: 
The first theme :  
Assessing the ability to adapt to the effects of climate change in the Chiropractic 
Council.  
The second theme: 
The economical, social, healthy and environmental impacts for the climatic change and 
its relation with the Sustainable development in the Chiropractic Council. 
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Conditions of Prize:

8- The Board decision with regard to the winning research

The applicant curriculum vitae, (individuals or 

establishments). 
A research summary in Arabic with regard to the research 

written in English. 
Three copies of the research. 

 
Prize Value: 
The value of the Prize shall be SR50,000 in addition to a 

certificate of merit and the prize plaque. 
In case more than one person participated in the winning 

research work, the value of the Prize shall be equally 
divided among them and a plaque and a certificate of 
merit are to be awarded to every participant.
